School Context

History of the school

St Matthew’s Primary School was established in 1833 and it is amongst the oldest Catholic
schools in Australia. It is the oldest continuous Catholic school in Australia, having been
continuously sited at it current location. The Good Samaritan Sisters had a continuous
association with St Matthew's Primary School from 1882 until 1990. These Sisters
continued the fine work of the laity, bringing to the school their own unique spirit. The
history of St Matthew's Primary School is also the human story of a wonderful parish, the
region, of pupils past and present and the dedication of those who served the school, often
against adversity. St Matthew’s Primary School is a small but growing school where
tradition meets innovation.

Location / Drawing Area

St Matthew's Primary School is nestled in the beautiful historic town of Windsor, a short
walk from the scenic Hawkesbury River. It is one of the oldest Catholic schools in Australia
having been started in 1832. The school was officially gazetted with the earliest written
record being a letter from the Colonial Secretary, dated 24th August 1833. St Matthew's
Primary School has continued to provide a warm and secure educational environment,
with a strong focus on quality teaching and student engagement. Our students are
encouraged to model positive behaviour and to value the uniqueness of each person
created in God's image. Our students come from a broad drawing area across the
Hawkesbury district, including Windsor, Bligh Park, Pitt Town, McGraths Hill, Glossodia,
Wilberforce and further afield from Putty, Upper Colo, Colo, Maraylya and the Wisemans
Ferry area.

Professional Learning

The ongoing professional development of each staff member working within CSPD is
highly valued. Professional learning can take many forms including: whole of school staff
days, subject-specific engagements, conferences, meetings and a range of professional
learning opportunities provided by CSPD.

The school takes responsibility for planning, implementing, evaluating and tracking its
staff’s professional learning and individual staff members take responsibility for their
ongoing professional development. All teachers have been involved in professional
learning opportunities during the year related to improving student outcomes.

Specific and focused Professional Learning for the staff of the school this year has
included:

e Developed a deep understanding of prayer and appreciate our connection to First
Nation Australians in Darug Country.

e Dedicated significant preparation time to the introduction of the K-6 English and
Mathematics syllabuses.

e Embedded a launch, explore, reflect pedagogy in Mathematics that challenges
learners.



Catholic Identity and Religious Education
Prayer, Liturgical Life and Faith Experiences

Education within the Diocese of Parramatta is a ministry of the Catholic Church, walking
with humility in the way of Jesus, serving all of God’s people. The Gospel messages of love,
forgiveness, tolerance and compassion are lived experiences that are visibly evidenced at
school. We offer families high-quality accessible education that challenges each student
to discover a meaningful, hope-filled and flourishing life. Our caring teachers share faith
and learning with students, including through their own example. Every day, be it in the
playground, at an assembly or in the classroom our students experience a genuinely
religious way of understanding the world. The invitation to meaningful prayer and liturgy,
as well as participation in the Sacraments, nurture and give expression to the religious
dimension of school life in the context of the Church’s celebration of the liturgical year.

Social Justice

All students at the school are encouraged to regularly engage in activities to support
Catholic Mission with fundraising and awareness-raising initiatives. Students are
encouraged to work closely with their local parish, community groups, support local
charities and participate in outreach or immersion experiences for the benefit of the whole
community and the student’s personal development.

This year students and staff from the school engaged in the following initiatives and
activities:

e Implemented and expanded the Social Justice program to foster practical
expressions of faith among students.

e Strengthened community outreach efforts by organising support packages for
community members in need, demonstrating compassion and solidarity.

e Promoted cultural awareness and foster connections among Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander students.

All of these initiatives enabled the students and staff to practise their faith through action
as Jesus demonstrated in the Gospels.

School, Home and Parish Partnerships

Parents and carers have been actively encouraged to engage in a variety of school
activities including parent forums, information evenings, parent/teacher/student meetings,
liturgies, social events and opportunities to provide feedback. Regular communication with
parents and carers occurred through phone calls, meetings and the Compass information
platform.

Religious Education

At the heart of our school is the Religious Education program. It is through this area of
study that students learn to value the Catholic identity, traditions, values and Christ's
teaching. Our Religious Education program is embodied by the quality of our relationships
and how we deal with the daily issues of life.



CSPD schools use Sharing Our Story, a Religious Education curriculum that has been used
for more than 20 years. In all subject areas, we offer an education completely consistent
with the teaching of the Church on the dignity of all aspects of the human person. We also
appreciate the need to provide age-appropriate learning opportunities.

Professional Learning of Staff in Religious Education
Professional Learning in Religious Education offered to staff this year included:

e Engaged in the Staff Spirtuality Day on prayerful dialogue around our faith and
Sacred Scripture to better understand the messages of scripture.

e Enhanced our understanding of prayer through contemplative experiences with
Visio and Lectio Divina.

e Deepened our understanding of scripture through the utilisation of the three
senses and integrating this into our Religious Education cycles.



Learning and Teaching
National Assessment Program - Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN)

Students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 across Australia participated in the National Assessment
Program — Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN). The purpose of NAPLAN is to provide
information to parents and carers and teachers about the achievements of students in
literacy and numeracy. Questions are based mostly on the literacy and numeracy
knowledge and skills students have learnt from previous years of schooling.

Each year the results are analysed by the school to inform teaching and learning with a
view to improving student performance. Commencing in 2023, NAPLAN test results are
reported using proficiency standards. Students’ results show how they performed in each
of the NAPLAN assessment areas against 4 proficiency levels:

e Exceeding: The student’s result exceeds expectations at the time of testing

e Strong: The student’s result meets challenging but reasonable expectations at the
time of testing

e Developing: The student’s result indicates that they are working towards
expectations at the time of testing

¢ Needs additional support: The student’s result indicates that they are not achieving
the learning outcomes expected at the time of testing. They are likely to need
additional support to progress satisfactorily.

Managing non attendance

Regular attendance at school is essential if students are to maximise their potential.
Schools, in partnership with parents and carers, are responsible for promoting the regular
attendance of students.

The compulsory schooling age range is 6-17. Parents and carers are legally responsible
for the regular attendance of their children, explaining the absences of their children in
writing within several days to the school, and taking measures to resolve attendance
issues involving their children.

School staff, as part of their duty of care, monitor part or whole day absences. They
maintain accurate records of students' attendance, follow up unexplained absences
through written and verbal communication, implement programs and practices to address
attendance issues when they arise, and provide clear information to students and
parents/carers regarding attendance requirements and the consequences of
unsatisfactory attendance.
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The school principal or their delegate may grant permission for late arrival or early
departure from school, leave or exemption from attendance only in individual cases, on
written request from parents and carers. For longer exemptions, an application for
approval is made through Diocesan authorities. The principal/delegate will undertake all
reasonable measures to contact parents/carers promptly if an unexplained absence
occurs. If truancy is suspected, the principal will contact the parents/carers to ascertain
the reason for the absence. If a satisfactory response is not received, the matter will be
referred to the relevant staff at CSPD who will follow up unexplained absences as per
legislative requirements.

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Wellbeing

The wellbeing and safety of all students is central to the purpose of Catholic Education
and we acknowledge that healthy relationships and exceptional pastoral care are core to
each child’s positive experience at school. St Matthew's Primary School is a place where
students are nurtured to grow, to belong and to be safe.

A sense of wellbeing and connectedness promotes optimal development of the person as
a whole and contributes to academic success. We have a strong focus on pastoral care
and our school has a counsellor to support our students. CSPD provides resourcing for
additional wellbeing initiatives and teams to support attendance, behaviour and
intervention for students at risk.

Our wellbeing initiatives include:

e Highlighting student achievements that meet our school expectations at each
weekly assembly.

e Revised our school expectations matrix by incorporating input from students.

e Implementing a new system to monitor and review the School’s behaviour data to
identify strengths and have plans to address areas of improvement.

St Matthew's Primary School bases student wellbeing on the CSPD Student Wellbeing
Policy (2022) and the CSPD Student Wellbeing Framework. The guidelines identify the
rights and responsibilities of every student in the school and are based on the principles of
natural justice and procedural fairness. Corporal punishment is expressly forbidden at the
school.
